SAN DIEGO, CA – Cygnet Theatre presents the San Diego premiere of Mauritius by Theresa 

Rebeck.  The darkly comic tale will be directed by Associate Artistic Director Francis Gercke. 

Mauritius runs April 2 through May 10, 2009 on Cygnet Theatre’s Rolando Stage. Press 
Opening is April 11 at 8pm.  

Stamp collecting is far more risky than you think. After their mother's death, two estranged half-

sisters discover a book of rare stamps that may include the crown jewel for collectors. One 

sister tries to collect on the windfall, while the other resists for sentimental reasons. In this 

gripping tale, a seemingly simple sale becomes dangerous when three seedy, high-stakes 

collectors enter the sisters' world, willing to do anything to claim the rare find as their own.  

The title, Mauritius, refers to a small island 500 miles off the coast of Madagascar, which 

issued the first stamps by any British colonial government.  The first two of these stamps, the 

Mauritius Post Office stamps, have become the crown jewels of philately. 

Theresa Rebeck has written for film, television and theatre.  Her plays include Bad Dates, The 

Scene, The Water’s Edge, The Butterfly Collection, Spike Heels, Loose Knit, The Family of 

Mann, View of the Dome.  In 2007, Rebeck made her Broadway debut with Mauritius which 

opened at the Biltmore Theatre on October 4.
